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DESCRIPTION

Students choose a block from the set and draw a net of the block.

LEVEL 1 They place the block on a sheet of paper and trace the outline. Then they tilt the block around
one edge and draw the outline again, repeating this until the whole surface is drawn. Different
ways of drawing the surface can be compared. They need to pay attention not to draw any face
twice.

LEVEL 2 First students measure the lengths of the edges of the block, then draw the surface of the block
with the exact lengths of the sides using a ruler and a compass, using only the allowed steps of
geometric constructions.

SOLUTIONS / EXAMPLES

LEVEL 1 The images below show the different phases of the solution for block 133.



LEVEL 2 Students use ruler and compass to draw the net, like in the figure below, where you can see an
example for the net of the block 133:
